African American Civil War Soldiers of Washington State
What you will see is a  peek into the lives of some of the 28 soldiers who are buried in the State of Washington.  I chose to research only those soldiers where pension files were available.
These men, some of whom, fought in major battles, witnessed atrocities perpetrated on their own race; suffered from unbelievable mistreatment at the hands of others; and were supplied with inferior equipment, clothing, food and health care – but they fought like brave men. 

Within this presentation, there is a set of brothers, David and Edward who joined together; they are buried on Capitol Hill:  David at Lake View and Edward at Grand Army of the Republic.  There is a Union sailor who risked his life in the same battle as 7 future Medal of Honors winners fought but he did not receive the same recognition.
