Family History Library Levels

· 1st Floor – Family Histories

· 2nd Floor – US & Canada Microfilm & fiche

· 3rd Floor – US & Canada BOOKS

· Basement

· International B1

· British Isles – Ireland, Wales, Scotland B2

What is on each floor


· Reception area – get help

· Attendant office

· Finding aids and reference - Books

· Tables to work on

· Bathrooms and water fountains

· Computers 

· Copying area – practice in advance

· Specific Floors will have:

· Microfilm readers of all kinds

· Microfiche readers

Some Rules at the Family History Library
· 5 microfilm reels at a time put films and fiche back

· Stack books at the end of the row

· Keep track of your personal items - No food except water bottle

Checklist of some things to Take!!!

· Computer with locks and keys - to be safe

· Lockers are available - so bring quarters

· Bring CD-ROMS or USB Flash Drives to store and copy research

· Bring $5, $10.00 or $20.00 to by copy cards

· Bring your digital Camera, tripod and scanner

· Pens, paper, your research plan, research binder, your planned itinerary
Prepare in Advance

1. Itinerary of your trip and visit – written out!
2. Research Binder with tabs
3. Research Plan – Your goals for research
Ordering Vault Films
